	Lesson 3- How to read a consumer scenario and pick out the essential product information

	Overview

	The 4-H members will learn how to read a consumer scenario and determine the parts of a scenario and apply the essential product information when judging a consumer class. 

	Learner Objectives:
4-H members will be able to:
	· Read a scenario

· Determine/Highlight or underline the parts of a scenario that are crucial to the class

· Highlight or underline the essential items needed in the products based on the scenario and knowledge known about the product

· 2-3 Scenarios and products (or 6 different scenarios for each consumer class)

· Blank Paper

· Consumer Study Guide Study Sheet (Created in Lesson 1) 

	Activity
	4-H members will take the different parts of a scenario and highlight or underline the major parts of the scenario and then find the essential items in the products the scenario states as well as the knowledge you learned from Lesson 1 when creating a study sheet for consumer. 
Different Parts of the Scenario:

· Name of Person

· Needs/Wants

· Items they may not want or cannot have (optional)

· Price limit (optional)
