Eligible Youth

This program is open to boys and girls that are 13 years old and older as of July 26,2017. All youth must be accompanied by a
supervising adult. It should be understood that there will be lecture and demonstration portions to the program and it may be
difficult for younger attendees to stay focused through the workshop. Each participant will also give a 2-minute presentation,
go through a mock interview and be asked to take a quiz.

Chaperones
