
I. Junior Show General Information 
 
 Junior Show Entry: Entries are not considered complete unless they have been submitted online and credit card 

payment or check postmarked on or before December 1, 2024. Incomplete entries (entries either not submitted online 
or credit card payment or check not postmarked by December 1, 2024) will be assessed an additional 10% fee.  

 i. Late Entries: For any Junior Show entries submitted online and credit card payment or check postmarked or 
 received from December 2-15, 2024, all standard entry fees will be doubled, if accepted.  

 ii. Past Due Entries: For any Junior Show entries with payment postmarked or received from December 16, 
 2024, until the end of check-in for the respective show or contest, a late entry fee of $250 per entry will be 
 assessed, if accepted. 

 Quality Counts: To be eligible to compete in the Junior Breeding, Junior Commercial and/or Junior Market Shows, 
exhibitors will need Quality Counts verification. The Quality Counts verification number must be recorded on the 
online entry when entering the project. Please refer to the website https://agrilife.org/qualitycounts/  for information 
on how to become verified.   

Breeding Show Ownership Deadlines: 

 Registration Certificates will be used to verify ownership date for breeding animals with the exception of 
Crossbred Gilts, Commercial Ewes and Commercial Does.  Animals must be registered in the Herdbook of their 
Association in only the name of the Junior owner(s) on or before the required ownership date (see below).  
Registration Certificates must state the name of the Junior owner(s) only.  Registration Certificates that list any 
additional names besides the name(s) the entry is validated under will be disqualified. Registration Certificates 
must be available upon request.     

 Purchase, delivery, possession, transfer, and registration must all take place on or before the required         
 ownership date. Original Registration Certificates must be available during the show at all times.  

 Registered Sheep, Boer Breeding Goat: October 1, 2024 (Must be validated through Breeding Sheep or 
 Breeding Goat Validation, respectively, on or before October 31, 2024) Note* Family validation is now allowed 
 for breeding sheep and goats. Visit www.sheepandgoatvalidation.tamu.edu for complete validation guidelines. 

 Commercial Ewes, Commercial Does, Beef Breeding Heifers: October 31, 2024 (Commercial Ewes and 
 Does must be validated through Breeding Sheep or Breeding Goat Validation, respectively, on or before 
 October 31, 2024. Beef Breeding Heifers must complete all phases of heifer validation through the Texas 4-H & 
 FFA Breeding Heifer Validation Program on or before October 31, 2024. All Registration Papers must be 
 uploaded by November 8, 2024.) 

 Angora Breeding Goats and Junior Dairy Heifers : November 1, 2024 

 Breeding Swine, Crossbred Gilts: December 1, 2024 (Must complete all phases of gilt validation through the 
 Texas 4-H & FFA Breeding Gilt Validation Program on or before December 1, 2024)               
 All Registration Papers for Purebred Gilts must be uploaded by January 6, 2025.

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Significant Changes and Reminders for 2025 

CHANGES for 2025
• GILTS:

o In the 2025 Junior Purebred Gilt Show, Duroc classes will be broken into 3 divisions and Berkshires classes
will be broken into 2 divisions.

• COMMERCIAL EWES AND DOES:
o In 2025, we will have three divisions with associated classes for the Doe Kid and Ewe Lamb Divisions. All

Yearling/2-Tooth and older animals will show in one class.

• BREEDING HEIFERS:
o Per the Texas Limousin Association rules, Fullblood, Purebred, Lim-Flex and Percentage heifers will ALL

compete in the SAME classes and championships. There will be no Lim-Flex heifers in the ORB Division in
2025.

• SWINE PREMISE ID TAGS: No Swine Premise ID tags will be allowed in any Purebred or Crossbred Gilts
and Market Barrows. Only the Texas Validation tag will be allowed in the ear. All other tags will be removed.  If
the Premise ID tag is removed, it will be linked to the Texas Validation tag number by agreement with USDA,
Texas Animal Health Commission and Texas Swine Validation.

• MARKET STEERS:
o In 2025, there will be three Red Angus classes instead of two. We will continue selling 6 head of Red Angus

steers, so we will place and sell two in each of the three classes.

o Grand Champion Re-weigh: Prior to the selection of the Grand and Reserve Grand Champion, all Breed
Champions and Reserve Breed Champions may be re-weighed. Breed Champions or Reserve Breed
Champions weighing more than 6% heavier than the official turn-in weight would be ineligible to compete
for Grand or Reserve Grand Champion honors. They would retain their status as Breed or Reserve Breed
Champion.

• COMMERCIAL STEERS: Initial Weight: Aug. 26 – Sept. 1 & Final Weight: Jan. 26 – Feb. 1; Record Books
must be mailed by UPS/FedEx and posted by February 3, 2025.

• NEW ITEMS: Swine Barn will have all new bleachers in 2025.

• FOOD CHALLENGE: WILL MOVE TO A TEAM CONTEST IN 2025. Each team will consist of at least
three (3) and no more than four (4) members.  There is no limit on the number of team entries entered per
club/chapter, but a contestant may only participate on one team. However, due to time and facility restraints,
entries may be selected by random drawing. If an entry is not selected, entry fees for the respective entry will be
refunded.

• AGROBOTICS CHALLENGE: We will continue with the split division schedule as we did in 2024. In 2025,
we will begin with the Senior Division followed by the Junior Division.

• JUNIOR PUBLIC SPEAKING: Participants will be required to turn in hard copies of their Statements of
Originality on the day of the contest in addition to online submission by January 10, 2025.

• JUNIOR AG MECHANICS:
o A Showmanship Award will be awarded in each division of the Junior Ag Mechanics Show.
o Stay tuned for an updated Class List and Naming, Describing, & Classification Document.
o Class 1502 - Tractors, Backhoes, & Compact Construction Equipment (CCE)- Compact Construction

Equipment cannot exceed 20,000 lbs. based on manufacturer specification sheet

• STALLING:  If you want to stall together, you must arrive at Salado Creek Property together.

• GILTS:
o We will continue to have Hereford gilts in our 2025 Junior Purebred Breeding Gilt Show.  Again, we do not

want to prevent anyone from bringing two gilts of breeds currently eligible for scholarships.  Therefore, we
will allow exhibitors to enter a maximum of three (3) head in the Junior Purebred Gilt Show, BUT AT
LEAST ONE (1) AND NO MORE THAN TWO (2) MUST BE A HEREFORD GILT.  This will be
enforced at Check-in.  If anyone is found violating this rule, ALL entries will be disqualified.  Hereford Gilts
will not be eligible for a scholarship in 2025, but Premiums will be awarded.

o We will continue working with the swine registries to DNA test, at minimum, Breed and Reserve Breed
Champions in the Purebred Gilt Show.
