Select Age Bracket according to your school grade as of August 31 of the current year.
Click the course link that follows.

Begin Course! The course will take approximately 2 hours to complete.

. You may leave and come back to the course as needed using the Return Link (Step 4a).

Once you complete the course, you will click Proceed to Test.

You must complete the exam once you start it, but can take it as many times as needed to achieve
an 80% or higher.

Once passed, your verified Quality Counts number is ready for livestock show entries!
